Absent were members from the Board of Education, Historical Society, Legislative Branch, MSU COT-Great Falls, MSU-Northern, DNRC, Public Service Commission, Revenue, Secretary of State, State Fund, and UM-Missoula.
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Brett welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked the new members and substitutes for members to introduce themselves.  Larry Krum (Agriculture), Erv Kent (Military Affairs), Mary Baker (Political Practices), Julia Dilly (OPI), Penny Moon (Administration), and Susan Dickson (MSU-Billings), responded.  

The minutes of the July 16, 2002 meeting were approved as written.
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Continuity of Government & the Role of Safety Committees – Dan McGowan, the Planning Bureau Chief for the Disaster & Emergency Services Division, Department of Military Affairs, stated that he served on a Department of Administration planning committee that has just finished a 3-year project to revise the “Emergency Coordination Plan.”  The draft of the plan will be completed by the end of June. The idea was to plan for the worst-case scenario in a disaster or emergency, and includes recovery, cleanup and relocating.

According to the Safety Culture Act, each agency with more than 5 employees must have a safety program.  The “Emergency Coordination Plan” provides that each building will have a safety team, which will respond to emergencies by (1) getting the employees out of the building, (2) accounting for them, and (3) getting them rescued if necessary.  If there is more than one agency in the building, the team will be comprised of representatives from each agency or each floor of the building.

The Department of Administration is hiring a Safety Coordinator, and the members of the team will help to write the plan and have drills to evacuate employees from buildings.  Department Directors will still make decisions for their agencies, but each agency will coordinate with other agencies in their building.  Training will be available.

General Services will shut off gas and electricity to buildings, and will hook up with the Lewis and Clark County 9-1-1 emergency line.  The “303 N. Roberts” address shows whenever 9-1-1 is called from a state agency, so this needs to be fixed in order to have emergency personnel respond to the correct building.

University System campuses and agencies located out of Helena need to prepare their own plan.  Helena College of Technology and Administration need to decide whether or not HCOT will be included in the state plan.  Agencies that already have their own plans are to be commended, but will still need to be involved in the state plan.

Facilities needing Safety Committees – Kristie Rhodes stated that she has compiled a list of facilities, and asked everyone to provide a list of three contact people for each building that is occupied by their agency employees by July 1, 2003.  She gave instructions as to how to add buildings to the PCIIS system, and will send an instruction list to anyone who e-mails a request to her.  
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The three people should be persons who are emergency primary, secondary and tertiary contacts for any situation, and don’t necessarily have to be members of the safety team.  For example, the primary contact could be the administrative assistant or receptionist answering the main phone number of the agency.  A copy of the list will be sent to Dan McGowan.

58th Legislative Session Changes in Vehicle Operations Laws – Pam Bucy, of the Attorney General’s Office, distributed a list of motor vehicle bills that passed during the session.  The list is imbedded below:
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The motor vehicle bills that did not pass are following:


HB-226 – Restrictions on new drivers under age 18


HB-234 – Seatbelt law for drivers or passengers under age 18


HB-255 - $100 fine for DUI with kickback to peace officers


HB-295 – Aggravated DUI – new felony


HB-412 – Required mud flaps for certain vehicles


HB-696 – Prohibited driving on shoulder of road


SB-039 – Open container bill


SB-116 – Primary seatbelt law


SB-175 – Prohibited cell phone use


SB-223 – Allowing not wearing seatbelts to be admissible


SB-345 – Special permits required for over-length loads on trucks


SB-352 – Required headlights to be illuminated at all times

Division Restructuring & Team Visits – Brett explained that the Risk Management & Tort Defense Division has been restructured so that our employees can get some cross training, and at the same time give state agencies and the university system better service.  The organizational chart that was distributed shows how the restructuring plan will work: who is responsible for what claims, and who will be making team visits to which agencies.  The Advisory Committee meeting will take place in the spring, and team visits will be made in the fall, to inform everyone about any changes in insurance rates, what is happening with their claims, and other pertinent information.
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Mold Cleanup Prevention Protocol – Mike McNamee from Crawford & Company gave a PowerPoint presentation on the importance of water damage cleanup, and ways to mitigate the damage.  He stated that with the many mold and asbestos litigation claims that have been filed, it is very difficult and expensive to get insurance to cover them.   Law will require a mold inspection or water damage inspection when someone sells a house.  This is connected to the real estate, not to the owner.  The focus is on water damage, because mold comes from it when the water isn’t cleaned up thoroughly.  
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Mold damage will become very expensive to agencies because insurance doesn’t cover it.  A microbiologist will investigate all claims of mold damage to determine how long the mold has been there.  Agencies must deal with the problem immediately and clean and dry up the water thoroughly.  
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A new Department of Administration policy has been drafted to address the problem of State property water damage cleanup.  Simply stated, effective immediately, insurance funds will not be used to pay for mold remediation.  Agencies will be required to fund mold remediation themselves.  All agencies must promptly (within 24 hours) report water losses and mitigate damages. The Risk Management and Tort Defense Division will authorize and pay for reasonable aggressive measures to dry up water.  The draft goes on to give water mitigation requirements all agencies must follow to avoid the growth of mold. 

Brett asked for feedback on the draft policy as soon as possible, whether it is good or bad.  

Marjie suggested that during the fall team meetings, RMTD could visit with the various facilities people and give them the protocol/plan to mitigate mold problems.  Marjie and Mike McNamee will visit with Doug Olson and Tom Russ at the General Services Division regarding the draft policy.

Loss Prevention Issues – Aric announced that OPI wanted to share information with the safety coordinators with regard to their crash avoidance training in Lewistown.  OPI has a web site offering information on the course.  This course will be accepted by RMTD for the state agency defensive driving 5% discount.  
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Aric reported that the Defensive Driving training classes in Helena are very popular, with a 50-seat-per-class capacity.  The next class in Helena will be held June 12.  He urged everyone to take the class so their agencies can earn the discount.

Back Injury Prevention training will be given during June in Great Falls and Cut Bank, but there is none scheduled in Helena at this time.

Risk Exposure in Contracts training will be scheduled in the near future, so be sure to check the RMTD web site for training dates and times.

If anyone is interested in Fire Prevention training, please call Aric Curtiss at 444-3486.

Announcements – Brett stated that RMTD is looking at increasing the deductible on Property insurance, since there have been only 6 claims in the past few years where the insurance company has paid over $150,000.00.

He also reported that the name of this group, Risk Management “Advisory Committee,” soon will be changed to “Steering Committee,” since it isn’t really an advisory committee.  A true advisory committee has been organized, with members from both the public and private sectors. They will meet to periodically to discuss mutual topics, with the hope that the group will be of benefit to everyone involved.

Reminders – Brett reminded everyone that it is very important that agencies fully implement the Vehicle Use Rule and report by June 1, 2003.     

Notice of Election forms must be completed and sent to Kristie Rhodes by June 1, 2003 if your agency wishes to participate in the Defensive Driving Premium Discount.

Safety Program Self-Assessments are to be submitted to Brett Dahl by July 5, 2003.

It has been decided that updates of Hazardous Materials Lists need only be submitted every other year, so the next one will not be due until next year.  

How to Obtain and Use Web-Based Claims Reports – Jennie said that in order to obtain web-based claims reports, you will need a User ID.  If you do not yet have one, call Jennie at 444-7996, and she will provide one for you.  

She said that the RMTD claims personnel will no longer send out letters to agencies reporting claims that have been received on their agencies.  Instead, agencies can check the status of claims by running their own reports.  Brett demonstrated how to access the reports, what each report was used for, and what the terms mean.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:15 p.m.

The following information concerns legislative enactments of the 58th legislative session relating to traffic.  Some references are also included that may relate to quasi-criminal law matters.  


The 58th legislative assembly adjourned April 26, 2003.  There were over 2000 bill draft requests submitted for drafting to Legislative Council.  There were 824 House bills and resolutions introduced; the Senate introduced 536 bills and resolutions. 


This review is intended only to alert the reader to the fact that changes were made in particular areas rather than serving as a comprehensive description of the entire enactment. IMMEDIATELY EFFECTIVE LEGISLATION


HOUSE BILLS:


HB-195
-
[Ch. No. 300,  Eff. April 14, 2003] 


An Act Increasing The Penalties For DUI And Per Se Violations.

House Bill 195 increases the penalties for DUI offenses consistent with federal mandates.  For a first offense DUI under Mont. Code Ann. § 61-8-714, the fine increases to a $300 minimum and a $1000 maximum.  For a second offense, the fine increases to a $600 minimum and  $1000 maximum.  Further, it increases from 3 days to 5 days the sentencing period, which cannot be suspended.  The requirement that only 48 hours must be served in jail and not on house arrest still remains.  For a third offense,  the fine increases to a minimum $1000 dollars and a maximum of $5000.


For a first offense Per Se under Mont. Code Ann. § 61-8-722, the fine increases to a $300 minimum and a $1000 maximum.  For a second offense, the fine increases to a $600 minimum and  $1000 maximum.  Further, it increases from 48 hours to 5 days the time, which must be served in jail and not on house arrest.  (NOTE: this change did not occur in the DUI penalty statute, thus Per Se has a higher required jail time requirement than DUI.)  For a third offense, it increases from 48 hours to 10 days the time, which must be served in the jail and not on house arrest.


This bill provides that for a second offense, a driver will be ineligible for a driver’s license for a full year.  The bill also allows for an interlock device for a first offense DUI or Per Se if the driver had a BAC of .18 or greater.  The bill also provides that for a second or subsequent conviction of DUI or Per Se, each motor vehicle owned by the defendant either be forfeited pursuant to Mont. Code Ann. § 61-8-421 or be equipped with an interlock device.

[Ch. No. 329,  Eff. April 15, 2003]


An Act Substituting 0.08 For 0.10 In Laws Relating To Driving Under The Influence And Driving With An Illegal Alcohol Concentration In The Body.


This bill is one of the pieces of legislation required by federal law in order for the state to receive certain federal highway funds.  In addition to reducing the BAC for DUI and per se violations to 0.08, the bill also amends Mont. Code Ann. § 61-8-442, the ignition interlock device statute, by reducing the level for imposition of the penalty from 0.18 to 0.16.  As noted above, the provisions of the bill went into effect April 15, 2003.

[Ch. No. 343,  Eff. October 1, 2003]


An Act Generally Revising The Laws Relating To An Investigative Stop And Frisk By A Peace Officer.

This bill was presented by the Department of Justice after consultation with law enforcement in response to the Krause case.  The bill essentially combines the Investigative Stop statute, Mont. Code Ann. § 46-5-401, and the Stop and Frisk statute at Mont. Code Ann. § 46-5-402.  The bill eliminates the “mini- Miranda” requirement of 402: that officers inform the person as promptly as possible that they are a peace officer, that the stop is not an arrest, but a temporary detention and that upon completion of the stop they will be released if not arrested.  The new bill does require officers to inform drivers of the reason for the stop IF THE STOP IS A TITLE 61TRAFFIC STOP.  It also requires that a peace officer, not in uniform, inform the person that they are a peace officer before frisking or questioning the individual.


HB 112 –  [Ch. No. 46, Eff. October 1, 2003]


An Act Allowing vehicles to pass school buses stopped in designated turnouts.


This bill provides that a driver of a motor vehicle does not need to stop when a school bus is stopped with its lights activated receiving or discharging children if  the bus is stopped in a “designated school bus pullout” on a state highway.  The pullout must meet certain criteria: located on a roadway separated by a physical barrier, such as a guardrail, raised median, drainage ditch or irrigation ditch. It must be designed, constructed and signed specifically for school buses.  The pullout must be approved by local school district.

[Ch. No. 379,  Eff.  October 1, 2003]

 An Act Creating A Felony Offense For Eluding A Peace Officer 

This bill creates a new felony offense of eluding a peace officer.   A person operating a motor vehicle commits the offense of eluding a peace officer if: (1) a uniformed officer operating a police vehicle gives a visual or audible signal by hand, voice, emergency light, or siren directing the person to stop the vehicle; and (2) the person knowingly fails to obey by increasing the speed of the motor vehicle and continuing at a speed that is 10 miles per hour above the speed limit, extinguishing the vehicle lights, or otherwise fleeing or attempting to flee.


HB 199

[Ch. No. 465,  Eff. October 1, 2003]


An Act Allowing A Driver To Post A Driver’s License In Lieu Of Bail For Traffic Offenses.


This bill allows a law enforcement officer to accept the offender’s driver’s license in lieu of bail for a non-alcohol related traffic offense.  The officer will give the driver a temporary driver’s license good until the date scheduled for a court appearance.  The officer will deliver the license to the Justice Court.  Upon the driver’s appearance at court, the Court will return the driver’s license to the offender after bail has been posted or there is a final determination of the charge.  The purpose of the bill is to reduce the number of non-pay or appear warrants and increase fine collection revenues.


HB 218 - 

[Ch. No. 560, Eff. January 1, 2004]


An Act Entitled The Montana High-Level Radioactive Waste and Transuranic Waste Transportation Act.


Requires that the owner of radioactive waste pay a fee, submit a safety plan, and obtain a permit prior to transporting radioactive waste through Montana.  It also provides for monitoring of the shipment throughout the state by the MHP.  That may include escorting the shipment, establishing checkpoints, shadowing the vehicle, electronically following the vehicles movements, or any other method determined by the MHP to be safe.  The MHP will be reimbursed for the cost of this service.  


HB 237 –  

[Ch. No. 357, Eff. october 1, 2003]


An Act Requiring Commercial Motor Vehicles To Be Equipped With An Engine Compression Muffler.


This bill requires that commercial motor vehicles as defined in Mont. Code Ann. § 61‑1‑134, equipped with an engine compression brake device, must be equipped with a muffler in good working condition to prevent excessive noise.  If the vehicle has a muffler, the driver can’t be prohibited from using the brakes.

[Ch. No. 213,  Eff. October 1, 2003]



An Act Providing That A Peace Officer Does Not Need Probable Cause To Request A BAC Test  When The Person Has Been Involved In A Motor Vehicle Accident Resulting In Serious Bodily Injury Or Death.


This bill simply adds to the implied consent law the provision that if a person has been involved in a motor vehicle accident resulting in serious bodily injury or death, a law enforcement officer may request a breath test.  The officer does not have to have probable cause that the person was “under the influence” in order to request the test.

[Ch. No. 388,  Eff. October 1, 2003]


An Act Increasing The Sanctions Imposed Upon A Driver Who Refuses To Submit To A Blood Or Breath Test.


This bill adds to the list of evidence that is admissible in a DUI trial a rebuttable inference that a person who refuses a breath test is under the influence.

[Ch. No. 437,  Eff. October 1, 2003]


An Act Allowing A Criminal Sentence To Include A Provision For The Suspension Of A Drivers License For Failure To Comply With Sentence.


This bill allows a criminal sentence to include a provision for the suspension of a driver’s license of a convicted person for failure to comply with any penalty, restriction, or condition of a sentence; and provides the procedure for such action.


SB 217 –  

[Ch. No. 407, Eff. October 1, 2003]


An Act Revising The Law For Restraint Of Infant In Motor Vehicle.


Requires that a child under 6 years of age and weighing less than 60 pounds must be in an approved safety restraint.  Exemptions for physical or medical condition or body size.

An Act Increasing The Penalties For Illegal Possession Or Consumption Of An Intoxicating Substance By A Person Under 21 Years Of Age.


This bill increases the fines and penalties for a MIP violation including confiscation of the driver’s license for committing the offense and suspension of the driver’s license for failing to comply with the terms of the sentence.  It mandates chemical dependency evaluations and treatment in some cases and requires courts to report convictions to the Department of Health and Human Services to maintain a statewide database of MIP convictions and requires DPHHS to release the info to law enforcement and courts upon request.

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STATE PROPERTY WATER DAMAGE CLEAN-UP tc  \l 3 "CONTRACTUAL TRANSFER"

This policy is effective for new water losses beginning immediately.  The State of Montana insurance program requires all agencies to promptly report losses and mitigate damages.  This duty to report and mitigate will be rigidly enforced.  


The insurance program covers direct physical damage to covered property caused by single sudden water damage events.  Losses resulting from water over a period of weeks, months, or years are not considered single sudden water damage events.  


Direct damage includes damage to covered property caused only by the water.  Damage caused by mold is not the direct result of a water loss and is not covered.  


Changes in the legal and insurance environment require stricter adherence to loss mitigation requirements.  This is especially true with water damage losses because of the possibility of the development of mold.  It is most effective to control mold by aggressively controlling water.  


Risk Management and Tort Defense will authorize and pay for reasonable aggressive measures to dry up water.  Insurance funds will not be used to pay for mold remediation effective immediately.  Agencies will be required to fund mold remediation.


Water mitigation requirements to avoid the growth of mold:  Specifically Risk Management and Tort Defense will require all agencies to:


· Shut off the water.


· Any water loss that cannot be totally dried within 24 hours must be reported to Risk Management and Tort Defense at (406) 444-2422 or (406) 444-7996 within one business day of any occurrence.  


· Take time to think about the items that are being damaged.  Decide what are the priorities since you have a limited ability to save things.  Get out of harm’s way items that are irreplaceable.  


· Clean up any standing water.  But you are not done when the obvious water is mopped up.


· Find all the water.  Look in all adjacent rooms, lower floors, basements and crawl spaces.  Look inside all boxes and under all contents.  It is essential to immediately take the time for this search.  


· Aggressively dry.  Usually moving air is the most effective way to dry up water.  Install fans.  Fans designed for this can be rented or water damage restoration professionals can be retained.


· While moisture levels remain above normal in the area of a water loss, agencies must actively, continuously, use appropriate processes to reduce moisture levels.  After extraction of standing water, drying fans or other active means must be used to bring moisture levels back to normal.  


· Because water trapped inside walls and floor systems takes a long time to dry, that often leads to mold.  It must be decided whether it is appropriate to tear into drywall, floors and the like in order to mitigate the damage.  It is our position that reasonable removal of building items in the long run will reduce cost. 


· Consult with the claims staff at Risk Management and Tort Defense.  They can provide expertise and authority to spend insurance funds.  


· If you find that mold has begun, you must not let it spread.  Do not expose anyone to the mold without proper protection.  Do not stir it up with activity in the area.  Take measures to contain it and control the movement of air around it.  


· If at any point health hazards are discovered that are caused by a water loss, Risk Management and Tort Defense must be notified.

Attending from RMTD were Brett Dahl, Aric Curtiss, Kristie Rhodes, Marjie Adams, Jennie Younkin and Carol Berger.


Absent were members from Corrections, Historical Society, Judiciary, Legislative Branch, Livestock, MSU-Billings, MSU-Northern, DNRC, Political Practices, Public Service Commission, Revenue, and Western MT College of UM.
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Brett welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked the new members to introduce themselves.  Teri Juneau, John Huth, Devin Garrity and Joe DeFillipis responded.  


The minutes of the December  6, 2001 meeting were approved as written.
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Montana State Fund – Mike Glass presented the Rate Classification System for Workers’ Compensation, prior to July 1, 2002 and for the present.  
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He explained that loss costs are calculated by the National Council on Compensation Insurance (NCCI) for use by all carriers writing workers compensation insurance in Montana, except for state agencies and 12 selected classes.  State Fund does not use NCCI data for state agencies because the loss and payroll data is credible.


Prior to July 1, 2002 the State Fund used three rate tiers – select, preferred, and equitable, but most all businesses were placed within the select tier, and there was only about 5% price difference between tiers.  Historically, there were two criteria for rate tier placement: loss ratio and delinquency rate.  The relevant statute was MCA 39-71-2341 (a), and directed the State Fund to “implement variable pricing within individual rate classifications to reward an employer with a good safety record and penalize an employer with a poor safety record.  The timeliness of an employer’s payroll and reporting and premium payments and other relevant factors may be considered in the placement of an employer within the variable pricing levels.”  The statute was repealed effective July 1, 2002.


Effective July 1, 2002, MCA 39-71-2330 (3) states, “The board may implement multiple rating tiers for classifications that take into consideration losses, premium size, and other factors relevant to placing an employer within a rating tier.”  The new plan makes use of five rate tiers: MSF1, MSF2, etc.  MSF1 represents the lowest cost tier and MSF5, the highest at 40% above MSF1.  Non-experience rated employers are placed within a rate tier based upon the frequency of claims greater than $250 and the number of policy years of continuous coverage with Montana State Fund.  Experience rated employers are placed within a rate tier based upon their experience rating modifier, which range from less than or equal to 0.79, up to greater than or equal to 1.75.  The new system reduces the magnitude of scheduled rating that State Fund would have to do otherwise, and rates each agency on it’s own merit.  Mike stated that for the majority of state agencies, it works out to about the same as the old 3-tier system.


Draft Legislation (Dividends) – Brett explained that draft legislation would provide state agencies receiving dividends from State Fund with the opportunity to request that the dividends be used for safety-related activities.  He asked the members to forward any comments they may have concerning this proposed legislation to him.
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Consulting and Training Information System – Aric apprised the group about the new system and the information that can be derived from it.  In addition to information concerning the many courses that are offered and a method to register for them, the system  now contains four years of information that is useful for finding out who attended what classes at any time within this timeframe and obtaining other related reports.  At the present time agencies must call for a list of employees attending courses, however, in the future they may be able to access this information themselves.


Upcoming Training – Training scheduled for the next couple of months includes a Virtual Seminar entitled, “Risk & Recreation” on July 24, a Defensive Driving course in Helena on September 23, and Fire Safety Training on September 16 (restricted).  Fraud Awareness/Prevention for Managers and Fraud Detection (Accountants & Auditors) will be given on August 26, and Fraud Investigation is on August 27.  An Audio Conference on “Slips, Trips and Falls” will be held August 8.  Van Safety Training, restricted to the University of Montana, will be given on August 1 and August 28.  To access the training schedule and register for a class, go to the RMTD web site, Safety and Loss Control , and click on Training.


RMTD Restructuring – Brett explained that, effective January 1, 2003, RMTD will be restructured with the objectives of developing multi-line claims expertise and improving communications and services to agencies.  These services will be delivered by teams, with a team liaison/lead assigned to each team.  Team clients include agencies, universities, and institutions.  Resource leads on the RMTD staff will assist teams with issues pertaining to their expertise.  For purposes of claims handling, agencies are assigned to two teams (see attachment).  A third team is to be announced, depending on what happens when the Legislature meets (hiring freeze, etc.).  For purposes of insurance, safety, and loss control, agencies are assigned to three teams (see attachment).  Team liaisons/leads are Aric Curtiss, Kristie Rhodes and Brett Dahl.  Agency contacts will be the RMTD claims staff assigned to your respective teams, and RMTD resource leads or team leads for questions on insurance, loss control, safety, premium allocation, and other.
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Certificates of Insurance (Auto Liability) – Kristie pointed out that in the “In Case of Accident” form, there is a section intended to be used as a certificate of insurance when one is required.  However, this is sometimes not accepted and an entity may require an individual certificate of insurance.   On the RMTD web site, Insurance section, you can print out a certificate of insurance when one is needed.  It should then be sent to the Risk Finance Specialist at RMTD so it can be approved, signed and dated.


Volume Discounts – Brett reported that HB2, Section 7 will include workers’ compensation volume discounts in the category that can be transferred from personal services and expended by agencies.
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Auto Liability Premium Discounts – Kristie gave a PowerPoint presentation (below), which explained how premium discounts are derived and quoted statistics that showed the success of the program.  If an agency wishes to sign up they should contact RMTD for the election form, which must be signed and submitted to RMTD.  A 5% discount on Auto Liability, Comprehensive, and Collision Coverage for FY2003 insurance premium was awarded to agencies with 3% participation in the 2002 Defensive Driver Training program.  Even though numbers of participants in defensive driving training and numbers of vehicles added to programs have increased, claims have decreased.  She was happy to report that for the 2004-2005 biennium, the premiums will decrease.
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Property/Casualty Insurance Renewal   
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Brett reported that since the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks, there has been a decline in the stocks and bonds markets, there were losses of 10 billion dollars in property and aviation, and debris removal costs were 9 billion dollars.  According to Federal Terrorism Re-insurance Legislation, the Federal Government will only pick up expenses over $10,000,000.  


Premiums on Aviation insurance will increase 42% next biennium, and airports will have a $5 to $10 million increase in coverage.  Boiler and Machinery insurance increased slightly this year and will have a 35% increase in the next biennium. Crime insurance increased $10,000 this year and there will be a 25% increase next biennium.  General Liability insurance rates will rely on tort damage caps of $750,000 per claim and $1.5 million per occurrence.  Property insurance rates went up nominally this year, mainly due to building values going up, but prepare for a big change next biennium.  On Workers’ Compensation insurance, there were just some minor changes in language.  


Brett stated he got a quote on Cyber Terrorism insurance, but found it was marginal coverage ($100 million limit) and extremely expensive ($567,000), and decided it was not feasible.    


RMTD’s Fixed Cost Presentation for FY2003 for allocated expenses (that are attributed to certain claims and lawsuits) and unallocated expenses (overhead) was presented by Brett recently, and is funded at just enough to cover losses.  This is due to the change in climate, increase in exposure and the increase in cost per claim.  Tables on costs and premiums for the FY2005 biennium are included in the attachments below.
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A binder containing each individual agency’s Property/Casualty Insurance Renewal for FY2003 was handed out to the RMAC members who were present.  


Property/Casualty Insurance Information (Web Access) – Kristie explained how to access the PCIIS on the web and how to access individual agency premiums (see attached instructions).  She said that premiums are calculated 3 years in advance by reporting year.
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Claims Reports (Web Access) – Jennie reminded everyone that to access the claims reports you would go to the RMTD web site, select Safety and Loss Control, then State Agency Loss Reports.


Database Activity Reports – Brett explained that there are six reports that agencies can access, going from more specific to more general in nature.  He demonstrated how to use the report system.  Agencies are now able to run their own reports.  The Database User’s Guide is attached.
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Safety Day 2002 – Aric reported that Safety Day will be held Wednesday, October 9th this year at the State Capitol Building.  He stressed that now is the time to begin promoting Safety Day ’02, and asked RMAC members to scout for ideas of how their agency can be represented as a participant this year.  Booths are available, activities are being planned, and ideas are being sought.  Please contact Aric Curtiss at RMTD (444-3486) with any ideas, questions, or to reserve your booth or presentation time slot!


Miscellaneous – Kristie stated that new mailing labels have been prepared for RMTD’s use in sending out the Risk Matters Bulletin, flyers, and any other mass mailings.  She asked RMAC members to help update the labels by letting RMTD know when an incorrect name or address appears in a mailing for anyone in their agency.  


State of Montana Employee Safety Program Self-Assessment Report – Due to lack of time, this topic was not discussed.  Information on this subject will be disseminated in a future RMAC e-group message.


The meeting was adjourned at 12:00 noon.

MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER 6, 2001 MEETING



Held in the Montana Historical Society Conference Room



9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

Whitaker, Helena College of Technology; Sandy Lang, Revenue; Skip Lopuch, Corrections; Steve Halferty, Montana State Fund.  Attending from the Risk Management & Tort Defense Division were Brett Dahl, Aric Curtiss, Kristie Rhodes, Marjie Adams, Kimberly Lane, Jennie Younkin, Susan Ryan and Carol Berger.



Absent were the members from Commerce, Environmental Quality, Legislative Branch, Military Affairs, Political Practices, Higher Education, Judiciary, OPI, State Auditor, State Board of Public Education, MSU-Billings, Public Service Commission, Secretary of State, MSU-Northern, and Western Montana College.



Brett welcomed the members and the new members were asked to introduce themselves.
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Minutes of the May 16, 2001 Meeting – Copies of the May 16, 2001 meeting minutes were distributed to everyone and the members were told the minutes could also be found on the RMTD web site.  The minutes were approved as written.



Montana Occupational Safety & Health Training Institute – John Maloney, Department of Labor and Industry Safety Bureau, introduced a new blue handbook of course schedules and descriptions of the OSHA classes they will be providing to the public and private sectors throughout the state in 2002.  These classes are at no cost to the participants.  A registration form is provided at the back of the catalog, and John said to let him know if more are needed.  Early registration is encouraged.



Continuity of Government Operations – Mark Peck explained that this has to do with disaster preparedness, and was precipitated by the terrorist attack.  He said there is an emergency coordination plan, but something is needed for Helena and state government.  There is no coordinated effort right now.  We need to identify what is needed and come up with alternative ways to handle situations.  There will be training that people must attend.  There will be organized medical support for the Capitol complex.  Steve Bender is spearheading the effort.  Brett added that RMTD will have first aid training for responders, and Mark stated that EMT training is also needed.



Update on Oracle Web Based Loss Reports through RMTD Website and Review of Key Statistical Reports – Brett explained the different loss reports which are sent to each of the agencies quarterly - the Loss Trends Report, the Cause of Loss Trends Report, the Claims and Lawsuit Activity Report, and the Database Activity Report.  He stated that Property Casualty Statistics Report is in the works.  Carol presented the different variables that can be used for the report parameters.  She said that reports can be configured however an agency needs them, using the different variables.  If your agency should need a report with parameters that are different than what  we are presently using, please call Carol at X3600 or Brett at X3687 to discuss.  



Update on Motor Pool Vehicle Accidents/Coverage – Kim stated that since July 1, 2001, RMTD has been supplying full coverage insurance (liability, comprehensive and collision) on all vehicles rented less than 30 days from the Montana Department of Transportation Motor Pool.  Long-term leased vehicles (vehicles rented 30 days or more) will not have this coverage unless the renting agency purchases the insurance from RMTD at the time of the lease or prior to any incident.  She said that since providing this coverage, RMTD has noticed an increase in claims of about 30 to 40, mostly animal collisions and hail damage, ranging from $1,500 to over $8000.



New “In Case of Accident” Forms – Jennie reported that the form is now on the RMTD web site.  She explained some minor changes that were made on the form, and new blue forms are being printed because of an error.  The old forms that are now in agencies’ state-owned vehicles should be replaced with the new blue ones.  Our certificate of insurance is also on the form, which is always needed by the other party and by the police officer when there is an accident.   She said it was very important to follow the instructions and to fill out this form at the time of the accident, because it will be very useful information when you fill out the incident report.  ASK JENNIE…………..
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Property Issues (Mold) – Marjie presented information on mold issues in state-owned buildings.  She stated that RMTD believes that education and prevention are the best ways to tackle the matter of mold.  She explained that there are liability issues and health issues, and gave information as to what to do to prevent mold.  Mold is excluded from insurance coverage, but coverage is extended in connection with another covered loss as part of the cleanup if it develops after an agency makes a reasonable effort to mitigate the occurrence.
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Modifications to the RMTD Web Site and New Online Resources –  The address for the RMTD web site is  www.discoveringmontana.com/doa/rmtd.  Kristie explained how to access the RMTD Web site if you are with a state agency not on the state server.  Please contact Kristie for instructions.  She pointed out the changes on the claims, publications and insurance pages that have been made recently.  
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Aric stated that on the Safety and Loss Control page there is an online safety resource library, which includes many sites from universities, etc., and online training modules.  



Update on Oracle PCIIS/Loss Control and Training Databases – Kristie reported on the progress of the Property/Casualty Insurance Information System.  She said that risk exposure data is currently being input, user training will be held January 8-11, 2000, and implementation will be in February 2002.  There is limited seating available for the training, so contact Kristie at 444-4509 or krhodes@state.mt.us for reservations.



Aric reported that the RMTD Training Information System is coming in March 2002 on the RMTD web site.  Users will have the ability to view all upcoming courses and their status.  There will be an easy-to-use registration screen with dropdown boxes to assist in registering, a confirmation screen, a class roster, and certificates of training will be immediately available.  Stay tuned!



Property Loss Control – Aric explained that property inspections are being performed by insurance companies on state properties throughout the state to identify fire and other perils.  The insurance company sends a written report to RMTD, which gives recommendations for improvement, and a copy of the report is sent to the RMAC representative for the agency involved for a response.  Over 40 buildings have been inspected this past year.  Boiler inspections are now being performed by Labor and Industry and are ongoing.
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Safety Program Self-Assessment



Due to time constraints, Brett did not have time to discuss this subject at the meeting.  A  memo discussing this subject will be sent at a later date.



Upcoming or Ongoing Training – A schedule of upcoming/ongoing training was distributed, which includes Reducing Risk Exposure in Contracts, PCIIS training, Building an Ergonomics Team, “Street Smart From 9 to 5” and Red Cross First Aid and CPR.  Aric cautioned that registrations need to be approved by RMAC representatives for the latter and must be limited to one trainee from each area.  The reason for this is that these classes tend to be very popular, and Red Cross regulations require that there be only six students per trainer, so the best way to handle it is to get someone from each area trained so all agencies will be covered more quickly.



Brett said that RMTD and State Fund are partnering on setting up an online ergonomics training module, and hope to have it up and running by April 1.  



Property/Casualty Insurance – Brett stated that since the September 11 attack, the insurance industry has been looking at all the information so that all the bases are covered should something like this happen again.  He said insurance costs will be impacted and there will be many changes.



Vehicle Use Rule – After several years of hard work and dedication by many participants, the state vehicle use rule, MAR 2.6.201 through 2.6.214, became effective on October 12, 2001.  Brett  reminded everyone that the conviction points mentioned in the Driver Requirements section refer to points received after passage of the rule.



The meeting was adjourned at 12:00 noon.
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OVERVIEW



The US property/casualty insurance markets experienced further hardening in FY02. Declining investment income adversely affected insurance industry profits to the extent that underwriters could no long absorb operating losses from claims.  As a result, pricing has increased and capacity declined.



The World Trade Center attacks have clearly had the most visible affects on property and aviation exposure. The industry loss record with these two lines had already been poor for years and the anticipated slowdown in the global economy coupled with 9/11 has had a devastating effect on worldwide capacity and pricing. 



We expect further significant short-term reduction in capacity, pricing increases, and coverage restrictions in the ’05 biennium especially for property and aviation. We hope that recent passage of federal terrorism reinsurance legislation will help stabilize prices in the long run. 



As with rates, increases in deductibles that underwriters have obtained so far this year have proven inadequate. Deductibles will continue to index upwards as markets face higher retentions themselves under their treaties and as  primary facultative resinsurance disappears. 



Insurers will expect policyholders to have substantially more ‘skin in the game.’

This booklet is intended to serve as a guide to summarize information that is available through the Department of Administration, Risk Information Management System hereafter referred to as CARISMA (Claims & Risk Information System – Management Applications). 



CARISMA is an oracle-based software program developed by the Department of Administration and designed to provide statistical summaries and customized reports for purposes of financial reporting, claims reporting, insurance premium allocation, and loss trend analysis.  Ultimately, the division believes that this system will help agencies identify the costs associated with their claims as well as ways to better manage their risks. 



Reports provided through RIMS are presently available in hard copy format. It is our goal to make select reports available in accessible electronic formats in the future. 



Definitions


ALAE - See allocated loss adjustment expenses or loss adjustment expenses.


Accident Year - The fiscal year in which a claim/loss occurred.



Agency ID - The name of the agency or subdivision.



Aircraft/Airport - Damages to a state aircraft/airports or to a third party caused by a state aircraft and operated by a state employee for which commercial insurance coverage applies.



Allocated Loss Adjustment Expenses (ALAE) - Amounts paid out of the state self-insurance fund to investigate, evaluate, and defend claims or legal actions filed against the state. This term is also referred to as LAE or loss adjustment expenses.



Amount Requested - The $ amount of money sought by a claimant.



Automobile Liability - Damages to a third party (non-state entity) allegedly caused by a state employee driving



a state vehicle for which the state is self-insured.



Boiler & Machinery - Damages to state owned boilers & machinery and to third parties caused by the explosion of boilers & machinery for which commercial insurance coverage applies. 


Cause Code - The event or activity, which ALLEGEDLY caused the claim or lawsuit. The allegations may or may not be the actual cause of the loss (see attachment). See Appendix III.


Claim ID - The number assigned to a claim. For claims received before 2/1/98, the claim ID will begin with a coverage code prefix such as A.G., or P (Auto, General, or Property typically), followed by a fiscal year, and separated by the numerical order in which it was received. For example A97-163 means that the claim was the 163rd auto claim received in FY97. For claims received after 2/1/98 the identification is simply a number. If the number is A175, it means Auto, the 175th claim received. See coverage code definition below for a summary of coverage specific prefixes.



Classification - The status of the claim (i.e. claim, potential claim, and lawsuit). 



Comprehensive/Collision Vehicles – Physical Damage to a vehicle owned by the state covered for which comprehensive/collision insurance coverage has been purchased from the Risk Management & Tort Defense Division. 


Coverage Code - The line of insurance coverage which applies to a type of claim; A-Automobile Liability, B-Boiler & Machinery, C-Foster Care, F-Fidelity Bond, General Liability, H-Helicopter, I-Inland Marine, L-Liquor Inventory M-Fine Art, P-Property, R-Rented/Leased Vehicle, S-Aircraft/Airport,. 



Damage Code - The damage resultant from any loss covered through the state self-insurance fund (see attachment). See Appendix I.


Fidelity Bond - Theft of money, securities, convertible instruments, or other assets of the state-by-state employees for which commercial insurance coverage applies.


Fine Arts - Damage to state owned/leased/borrowed paintings, sketches, drawings, statuaries, or other objects of rare and historical value for which commercial insurance coverage applies.


General Liability - Personal injury or property damage to a third party (non-state entity) allegedly caused by a negligent act of a state employee or state agency for which the state is self-insured.


Helicopter - Damage to rotorcraft or to third parties caused by a rotorcraft for which commercial insurance coverage applies.


Incident - A brief description of what caused the claim or loss.



Indemnity – Amounts paid out of the state self-insurance fund for settlements/judgements in claims and lawsuits.



Inland Marine - Damage to property owned or leased by the state that is in-transit or more than 1,000 feet away from a state building for which commercial insurance applies.


LAE - See ALAE (Allocated Loss Adjustment Expenses) above.



Loss Adjustment Expenses – See LAE or Allocated Loss Adjustment Expenses above.



Loss Code - A descriptor of the loss. See Appendix II.



Loss Date - The date when the loss occurred. Usually used to define the number of losses that occurred within a specified period of time and the amount that was spent either to date or during that period of time. 



Paid to Date - Amounts paid on a claim or lawsuit  as of the query date.



Occurrence Date – The date when the accident or loss occurred.



Payment Date - The date when the claim was paid. Usually used to define the number of claims for which payment was made and the amount that was spent on all open and closed claims within a specified period of time.



Property - Accidental damage to property owned or leased by the State of Montana for which commercial insurance coverage applies.



Query Date - The date the report was generated by the Risk Management & Tort Defense Division. 



Received Date - The date when the Risk Management & Tort Defense Division received the claim. Usually used to define the number of claims received and the amount that was spent either to date or during the specified period of time. 



Requested Amount - Monetary damages sought by a claimant.



Report Order - Loss runs can be sorted by claimant name, received date, resolved date, or loss date.



Resolved Date - The date when the claim was resolved. Usually used to define the number of claims resolved and the amount that was spent either to date or within the specified period of time.



Reserve Amount - The amount of money that RETD anticipates that it could cost to resolve a claim, excluding ALAE. 



% of Loss Claims vs. Coverage Claims - The number of claims by loss or cause of loss type as a % of total claims for the coverage code.



% of Loss Expenses vs. Coverage Expenses - The number of claims by loss or cause of loss type as a % of total expenses for the coverage code.

A summary of claims, lawsuits, or potential claims by claim ID, claimant name, and agency. The report shows the number of claims received, number of claims resolved, requested amount, amounts paid as of query date on received and resolved claims (paid as legal fees, courts costs, or settlements/judgments). The last two columns of this report allow the loss code, cause code, damage code, claim description, driver, reserve amount, damage, or incident to be selected and displayed. Reports may be general by fiscal year, by line of insurance, by agency grouping or sub-grouping, or by classification of claim  (i.e. claim, lawsuit, or potential claim).  



Database Activity Report


A summary of claims, lawsuits, potential claims, or all of the above, activity over a specified period of time based upon queries. The report can be generated by agency grouping or sub-grouping, by line of insurance, by date (i.e. receive date, payment date, resolve date, occurrence date), by classification of claim (i.e. claim, lawsuit, potential claim, or all of the above) and show amounts requested, loss adjustment expenses, and indemnity. The last two columns allow the loss code, cause code, damage code, claim description, driver, reserve amount, or incident to be displayed. 



Loss Trends Report



A summary of claims, lawsuits, and potential claims (or all of the above) by agency, by fiscal year or multiple fiscal years, by loss codes, and by line of coverage. The report shows loss trends based upon the loss codes that are identified in this document as Appendix II.  Queries can be made by agency, by date (i.e. received, resolved, paid, and occurred), or by agency. The report provides a summary of the number of claims, the % of claims by loss code as a % of the total claims for the specified line of coverage, indemnity paid as of the print date, LAE paid as of the print date, reserves, total expenses as of the print date, total incurred losses, and the % of dollars spent on claims by loss code as a  % of total expenses for the specified line of coverage. Amounts paid as of the print date by loss code as loss adjustment expenses or Indemnity as a % of total losses by coverage code and as a % of total expenses paid by coverage code and summarized by line of coverage for the fiscal year. Also available on a received date, loss date, or payment date basis.



Cause of Loss Trends



A summary of claims, lawsuits, and potential claims (or all of the above) by agency, by fiscal year or multiple fiscal years, by cause of loss codes, and by line of coverage. The report shows loss trends based upon the cause of loss codes that are identified in this document as Appendix III.  Queries can be made by agency, by date (i.e. received, resolved, paid, and occurred), by line of insurance, or by classification (i.e. claim, potential claim, or lawsuit). The report provides a summary of the number of claims, the % of claims by cause of loss code as a % of the total claims for the specified line of coverage, indemnity paid as of the print date, loss adjustment expenses paid as of the print date, total expenses as of the print date, and the % of dollars spent on claims by loss code as a % of total expenses for the specified line of coverage. Amounts paid as of the print date by loss code as loss adjustment expenses or Indemnity as a % of total losses by coverage code and as a % of total expenses paid by coverage code and summarized by line of coverage for the fiscal year. Also available on a received date, loss date, or payment date basis.



Loss Development Report


A summary of claims/lawsuits that occurred during the fiscal year by line of coverage, including indemnity paid to date, ALAE paid to date, indemnity reserves as of the print date, number of claims resolved, and number of claims for which no indemnity was paid for the current year and prior fiscal years depending on the query parameters used.  



Property/Casualty Statistics


Not yet available. Currently in development.



Loss, Cause, and Damage Codes


The primary intent of the division coding system is to record significant features of a claim or group of claims for future retrieval and/or analysis by means of significant events or conditions. Not every claim is clear-cut as far as damages, loss, or cause code. Circumstances vary and each situation requires careful consideration of the facts in order to assign meaningful information codes.



Example 1:
A hailstorm damages the roof of a state building. The damages code is property damage, the loss code is windstorm. Most likely there would be no reason code for this situation.



Example 2:
A State employee is driving a vehicle on an icy road and approaches an intersection with a stop sign. The state employee attempts to stop, but slides past the stop line and strikes a vehicle in the intersection. Nobody is injured. The damages code would be vehicle damage, the loss code would be Struck other vehicle-head on. Depending upon a number of circumstances, the cause could either be weather or failure to yield. The latter would be used to identify a contributing factor in the absence of any wrongdoing by either party.



Example 3:
A former state employee files a lawsuit alleging wrongful discharge. The damages code is most likely personal injury,, the loss code is wrongful discharge, and the cause of loss is probably insufficient cause for discharge.


A detailed summary of present loss, cause, and damage codes is available in Appendices I, II, and III.

A Bill for an Act entitled:  “An Act to provide a statutory appropriation for dividends received from the state fund under certain conditions, amending section 17-7-502; providing an effective date.”



Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Montana:




NEW SECTION. Section  AUTONUM   Statutory Appropriation of State Fund Dividends Received by State Agencies. (1)  A state agency receiving dividends from the state fund pursuant to 39-71-323 may request a statutory appropriation as provided for in 17-7-502 of the amounts credited to the general and state special revenue funds.  The approving authority may approve the request provided the funds will be used for safety related activities.  The approving authority may request a plan for the use of the funds as part of the request.



(2) Amounts credited to federal special revenue funds are statutorily appropriated as provided for in 17-7-502 to the Department of Administration.  The funds must be transferred back to the federal government and cannot be used for any other purpose.




Section  AUTONUM    Section 17-7-502 XE "17-7-502"  , MCA, is amended to read:




"17-7-502. Statutory appropriations -- definition -- requisites for validity. (1) A statutory appropriation is an appropriation made by permanent law that authorizes spending by a state agency without the need for a biennial legislative appropriation or budget amendment. 




 (2) Except as provided in subsection (4), to be effective, a statutory appropriation must comply with both of the following provisions: 




 (a) The law containing the statutory authority must be listed in subsection (3). 




 (b) The law or portion of the law making a statutory appropriation must specifically state that a statutory appropriation is made as provided in this section.
